Ice Aurora



Hail falls from clouds as small 
balls of ice. 
The pieces can be round, hard, 
and cold to touch.

Hail
A rainbow can appear when 
sunlight shines through rain. 
It looks like a curved line made 
of colors.

An aurora is light that moves 
across the night sky. 
It can look like green, pink, or 
purple waves.

Aurora
Ice is water that has frozen and 
turned solid. 
It feels cold, hard, and smooth 
to touch.
